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PRIMARY SUBJECT CLUSTERS
Summer term meetings

The successful primary subject clusters, led by expert subject practitioners from across both primary and secondary phases in Cornwall, will continue in the academic year 2024-2025 for art, geography, history, and languages. The clusters seek to create a sustainable model of continuous improvement for both effective subject leadership and curriculum development, through the establishment of networked learning communities focused on foundation curriculum subjects. The impact of this work is exemplified in this short case study below by a history lead who has attended the subject cluster meetings over the last three years.

Why do you attend?
To enhance my own knowledge of the subject and create a network of professionals to draw upon when needed. To share practice and seek guidance through collaboration. To deconstruct the latest research and discuss its impact. To challenge my own thinking and continue to be a strong leader of my subject.
What do you take away from the sessions?
A structured focus on my subject leadership which is attainable and manageable. A shared sense of purpose and support for one another. A better understanding of research-based practice.
What has been the impact on you/ your school’s practice?
The school curriculum has been overhauled in light of these sessions. A specific focus on assessment played a crucial role in developing our own framework. Recent conversations around retrieval practice are now supporting our development of this area within our school.

Why should schools send their leaders to these sessions?
Useful and non-judgmental sessions where leaders can share experiences. Documents are shared freely between attendees to support curriculum development. Expanding the network of leaders would only add to the rich tapestry of experience already on offer.
Any other comments?
These sessions shine a spotlight on individual leadership areas and offer guidance and direction. These sessions are always the starting point to my own subject leader development.
The summer meetings are online via teams. 
Booking onto the Subject Clusters is done via Cornwall Services for Schools and you will be prompted to book onto all the sessions when you book. Reminders of meeting dates will be sent out at the beginning of each term with a link where you can sign up. An individual calendar teams invite link will be sent out prior to the meeting for those that have signed up.
