Please register your Early Career Teachers (ECTs) as early as possible- the DfE

portal is now open. All registered induction tutors should have received an email

from Sally (strevarton@onecornwall.co.uk) with full instructions. If you need the

information again, please contact Sally directly. 

Key Points

 

Registration Time: The registration process can take time, so please allow for

this.

 

Pending QTS or Transfers: ECTs can be registered even if their QTS is pending

or they are currently registered with another school or Appropriate Body (AB). 

 

Before Start Date: ECTs must be registered before they begin. The DfE does not

permit backdating, so any delay will result in lost working days. 

 

For Current ECTs

 

Staying Next Year: No action is needed—they will automatically progress to the

next stage of the programme. 

 

Leaving at Term End:  You must complete and sign off their final assessment to

release them for registration at a new school. If the assessment dates fall outside

of term time, please contact Sally for guidance. Assessments are available now

and must be completed by the end of term.
